OLD BUSINESS

Rod Bennett, Harney ESD – Rod Bennett, Tech Coordinator for Eastern Oregon Technology was in attendance to speak to the Board and answer questions regarding the new filter system.  He explained CIPA compliance laws and how it works.  He gave each Board member a handout and then explained how our new filter system works and what they are doing to solve the problems.

Board Policies - Superintendent Sharp reported that we have received our Board Policy revisions and the disk is in the mail and will be to us soon.  OSBA is requesting approximately $2,000 to maintain them online on their site.  We are going to see if we can upload them in PDF format to our own site with the disk we are receiving.

AD Steeves reported that our league will be split and this may change the dynamics of the district tournament.  This will allow us to pick up additional games with 2A and 3A schools.  There was also a brief discussion on game scheduling.
