SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

On March 4th & 5th  Superintendent Sharp, Mindy Northrop and Barb Maher attended a two day My Access training for the new writing program that is being adopted for the freshman and sophomore class this year.  The Oregon Department of Education Race to the Top grant application was not accepted.
Lindsey Robertson, Mrs. Sharp and Todd Titus accompanied a group of eight students to Eastern Oregon University for an orientation.  The program was financed by EOU.  Superintendent Sharp handed each member a copy of the agenda they followed and spoke about the trip.  Todd Swan took some students to a weight lifting competition.  The students did very well and also visited Oregon State University.  Mr. Swan spoke about the trip and commended the students for a job well done and good behavior.

Chuck Steeves spoke on the Sports Medicine grant that was received by the sports therapy group.  It is partnered with Safe Kids Worldwide.  They will give “Impact Training” for concussions.  This is a computer test that will be given for a base line and can be used in case of a head injury.  He told about a situation that happened Toledo, Oregon and the bill that passed to require coaches to have concussion training.  The Sports Medicine team will try to come out to the games and will be here in case of an injury.  The assessments will be able to be done right on sight.  They will also give clinics and physical therapy here at the school.  There will be coaches meetings to discuss the program and the public is welcome to attend.  The first meeting will be April 24, 2010 from 9:00 – 12:00 at the hospital cafeteria.
March 16th is out first track meet at Grant Union, the Winter Sports Banquet will be Thursday March 19th and the FFA will be leaving for State Convention on Friday March 20th.
