SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Superintendent Sharp reported that on April 1 the building received some minor vandalism.  It was easily cleaned and there was no permanent damage.  There was an in-service on April 9th and they worked on the Continuous Improvement Plan for next year.  They analyzed current data and formed the plan from there.
We had our accreditation visit on April 19th.  There were three principals from eastern Oregon schools and a representative from the Oregon Department of Education here to do the accreditation. We were evaluated on eight different standards.  The preliminary report was very positive.  They would however, like to see us making better use of our Fridays instead of just using them as a day off.  They did notice our strength in technology.  We will prepare a written report for us and it should be available by the next meeting.
We had a team of students attend the Central Oregon math completion in Bend and will have a team of students participating in the Knowledge Bowl.  The Academic Awards will be on April 22nd and will be a dinner prepared by the Booster Club.

The entire track team attended the funeral for James McDade in Burns.  We had our first home track meet of the season and all went well.  Also, Dan Hanks came and inspected the track and said that the water is not causing any damage.  His main concern was the excavating job around the track and the dirt washing away could cause problems.  The track team will be having a fund raising crab feed and everyone was encouraged to attend.
We have two new students.  Both of them are homeless students and are not residents of this district.  Since they are homeless we can enroll them here.  Both of them are living with relatives in our district.

Approve Budget Board Members – previously done

Chapel – Superintendent Sharp reported that the Chapel building is deteriorating and has become an attractive nuisance.  It has also become quite expensive to keep it heated so that it doesn’t freeze.  After some discussion, the Board approved that the building could be removed.
The Site Council made a recommendation to the Board for a new plan for Valedictorian selection.  Superintendent Sharp told the Board what the current process is and gave each member a copy of the recommendation and went over the new plan.  After hearing the new plan and having some discussion it was decided to table the plan until the next meeting when all members were present.

Driver’s Education – There are problems with the Driver’s Ed program now that the class is being taught correctly.  The class cannot be taught in nine weeks and students are having difficulty with it.  Also, he has to drive with them during the same time.  Several of the freshmen do not have their permits yet and are unable to drive.  Superintendent Sharp just wanted the Board to know what is happening and that perhaps we will be in the position of deciding if we are going to continue the program.

Graduation Participants – There are two students in the senior class that do not have enough credits to graduate.  Superintendent Sharp has told the parents that they will not be able to walk with the rest of the class.  She asked the Board for their opinion before she made a final decision.  After discussing the situation the Board decided to follow the recommendation of Mrs. Sharp that you need to meet requirements to participate in graduation.
